Bacto-Beef extract .....ccovuvenvinnnnne 3 g.
Sodium Chloride .ivvvvvierieiienennes 5¢
Bacto-Agar .............................. 15 g.

Suspend 33g rams in 1000 ml .~ Cold
distilled water and heat to boiling to

dissolve the medium. Sterile in
autoclave for |5 minutes at |5 pounds
pressure (121 c). cool to 45 ¢ and add
5 per cent of fresh human blood. Mix

well and distribute into Sterile petri-
dishes.

Prepare double strength medium
by suspending 7.2 grams in 100 ml.
cold distilled water and heat to boiling
to dissolve the medium. Sterile in
autoclave at 15 pounds pressure (121°c)
for 15 minutes. Cool to 80-86c¢ and
add 5% fresh human blood. Mix well

and distribute into sterile petri dishes.
