Acute hepatitis A is often not considered in the differential diagnosis
of protracted jaundice. This paper is to report 3 children with prolonged in-
trahepatic cholestasis who were subsequently found to have acute viral hehatitis
A. The clinical syndrome included jaundice, dark urine, acholic stool, intense
pruritus and hepatomegaly. The serum bilirubin levels were higher than 10
mg./dl. and the duration of cholestasis lasted for at least 8 weeks. All children
recovered completely without sequelae. Physicians should be aware of this unusual
manifestation of acute viral hepatitis A and therefore avoid potentially harmful
diagnostic procedures.
