With the use of a colonoscopce diathermy snare, a total of 66 polyps
have been removed from different sites throughout the colon in 43 patients
at Chulalongkorn Hospital between June 1976 to December 1985. There was
significant hemorrhage in one patient, but no other morbidity or mortality.
Two small polyps were lost during the procedure; histologic examination of
the remaining 64 polyps demonstrated a malignancy rate of 6.25 percent. It
is obvious that colonoscopic polypectomy is the most important advanced
technique in the management of colonic polyps in recent years.
