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The incidence of condyloma acuminata or human papilloma virus (HPV) bzfecgion
of the genital tract .is increasing. In women papillomatous condyloma or warts, can occur
in the vulva, perineum; anus, vagina and cervix. In 1976 two new subclinical HPV lesions
in the uterine cervix, named flat and endophytic (inverted) condylomata were discovered
by Meisels and Fortin. Since then there has been a rapid extension of the literature on
this subject, and it is amply documented that all three types of HPV lesions in the cervix
and in the lower genital tract are frequently associated with intraepithelial neoplasia ‘(IN),
carcinoma in situ (CIS), and less frequently with invasive squamous cell carcinoma as well.
