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The number of handicapped persons is increasing. It is therefore necessary for
all concerned to lend some help. Such help, must necessarily be capable of dealing with
emotional problems and promoting mental health, as the handicapped and. chronicly physi-
cally ill patients tend to feel worried, fearful, depressed, worthless and burdensome to
others. These emotional problems do not affect only the handicapped themselves but also
those close to them. Help to the handicapped must be administered in such other areas
as educational, vocational and social aspects in addition to medical help.
